send their plants to SEAREC to be grown and evaluat-
ed. Flower Trial staff grow the plants under standard-
ized conditions, rate their performance, and provide
tours and information for gardeners

The plants discussed here were grown as annuals. They
are “Bestin Show” from the 2021 Penn State Flower
Trials of SEAREC and are all available for purchase
online. ¥ou can dso look for them at your local nursery.
