HELLO BEECH MOUNTAIN GARDENERS!

We have been on a rollercoaster ride weather- wise
this winter. Record highs followed by record lows have
kept us guessing about what’s next. Even though we
have experienced some almost summer-like weather, we
can still expect snow and cold weather. So don’t start
planting yet!

Winter Chores

There is still time to tackle some of those winter gar-
dening chores. March is a good time to prune trees and
shrubs. Of course avoid pruning those early blooming
shrubs like rhododendron or forsythia. If you have
knockout roses they should pe pruned back after the last
hard frost. Knockouts will grow back vigorously in time
for blooming.

If you are not sure of what to prune or how to prune, |
recommend that you check a comprehensive pruning
guide from the University of Minnesota titled “Pruning
Trees and Shrubs.” It provides detailed information on
how, when, and what to prune. You can find it online at;
