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HELLO BEECH MOUNTAIN GARDENERS!

It looks like we are in for an early spring this year, but
given our weather pattern so far we may still have a taste
of winter. This month we will feature an article by Mas-
ter Gardener Lois Miklas that describes the ecological
danger of two popular garden shrubs.

BURNING BUSH AND PRIVET ADDED TO
PENNSYLVANIA NOXIOUS WEED LIST

On January 10, 2023, the Pennsylvania Department of
Agriculture officially added burning bush and four species
of privet to the Pennsylvania list of noxious weeds. Ac-
cording to Pennsylvania law, a noxious weed is "a plant
that is determined to be injurious to public health, crops,
livestock, agricultural land or other property." Many
plants on the noxious weed list are recognized nuisances
(for example, Canada thistle, poison hemlock, and stilt-
grass). But burning bush and privet join the ranks of oth-
er popular landscape plants, such as Japanese barberry
and Callery ('Bradford') pear, which are now recognized
as invasive and detrimental to the local ecosystem.

| WHY ARE BURNING BUSH AND PRIVET A

| PROBLEM?
' As the name implies, burning bush (Euonymus alatus) is
known for its fiery red fall color. It also sports attractive
red berries, which birds consume and disperse. Burning
bush's ability to thrive in dense shade contributes to it
taking over woodland understory areas.
The name privet (Ligustrum spp.) is synonymous with
. hedge. Its ability to regenerate after shearing has made it
a popular living fence in American gardens, yet this resili-
ency is also what has caused it to colonize nature areas.
Like burning bush, privet is spread by birds consuming
berries, which are present on privet almost year-round.
Privet also readily sends out new sprouts from the root.
The banned varieties of privet—border privet, common
privet, Japanese privet, and Chinese privet are challeng-
ing to differentiate but are similarly invasive. No privet
species are native to the United States.

WHAT SHOULD RESIDENTS DO?

Burning bush and privets are now under a grace period
until January 2025, at which time they will be banned
from sale at nurseries and garden centers. Residents are
asked to control the spread of existing burning bush and
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privet and are encouraged to remove them.

Both burning bush and privet have qualities that have
endeared them to Pennsylvania landscapers and garden-
ers. But residents may find these native, environmentally
-friendly choices even more appealing.

REPLACEMENTS FOR BURNING BUSH:

o Dwarf fothergilla (Fothergilla gardenii) is native to
the Southeastern United States but thrives and supports
wildlife in Pennsylvania's warmer climes. It features fra-
grant, bottle-brush-type flowers in spring and colorful fall
foliage.

e Southern arrowwood (Viburnum dentatum) sports
clusters of white flowers in spring and fall color ranging
from yellow to red. It is a host plant of the blue azure
butterfly (Celastrina ladon).

e Eastern wahoo (Euonymus atropurpureus) is some-
times called burning bush, a good example of why botan-
ical names are important. Like burning bush, it has scarlet
fruit and blazing fall color but is a North American native.
e Red twig dogwood (Cornus sericea) provides a focal
point of winter color via striking red stems. Some varie-
ties have yellow stems.

e Winterberry holly (/lex verticillata) has green leaves
that drop away in winter, leaving a display of bright red
berries. Berries are borne on female plants; one male
winterberry can pollinate five to ten female winterberry
hollies.
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REPLACEMENTS FOR PRIVET:

e Inkberry holly (llex glabra) is green year-round and
responds well to shearing.

e Northern barberry (Morella pensylvanica) can be
grown as an informal hedge or screen. Berries grown on
female plants and are attractive to native songbirds.

e Dwarf fothergilla and red twig dogwood, de-
scribed above, can be grown as a hedge or screen.
Consider hardscape fencing as a background for na-
tive perennials to replace invasive privet.

Finally, Pennsylvania garden writer George Weigel

suggests the upright boxwoods (Buxus spp.) to re-

place burning bush and privet. They are not native,
but are not known to be invasive.
