THE SYMBOLIC SUNFLOWER

Currently a symbol of support for Ukrame, many gar-
deners may consider addmg sunflowers to their E;ardeu
this year. Explure the sunflower's fascin ating history
and ﬁpa for growing your own.

DO SUNFLOWERS FOLLOW THE SUN?

This move-
ment, called heliotropism, 15 actually a result of the

stems slongating on different sides at different times of  Sunflowers are even hvbridized to grow weall m small

day. But when the sunflower matures the stem stiffens,
and the flowers will contimally face east. The sunflow-
or's main goal 13 to perpetuate ftself by producmg seeds;
facmg east provides optimal wazrmmg of the fower
head, which makes it more attractive to pollmators.

Sunflowers are an annual, best grown from seed planted
outdoors after 2l danger of frost 1s past.
